January is filled with events and remembrances. 

We are in the midst of the week for Christian  

Unity (January 18-25, 2022). The theme for this 

year “We saw the star in the East, and we came  

to worship Him,” draws us together in prayer.  

Each of us shares a desire to find Christ and to 

worship Him. Like the Magi, we are searching. 

 
 We are to do the work of God. 

 Our hands care for others from conception to 

death. Our feet take His presence to those in 

need. Our hearts console the broken-hearted. 

 Our mouths teach. Our ears listen. We also  

listen with our hearts. Many multitask. 

 
Place yourself in church. See the many  

examples of those doing the work of God.  

We have a celebrant, readers, servers and  

Eucharistic ministers. Ministers of  

hospitality include ushers and anyone who 

 greets you. Music ministers assist us as we pray 

in song. In the background there is a sacristan 

and one who ensures linens are washed and 

ready. The Eucharist is one time when each of 

 us can function together as Christ’s hands,  

feet, heart, mouth and ears to one another.  

These are examples of the talent part of  

stewardship: time, talent and treasure.  

Where do you fit? The second reading  

today reminds us that no one has it all 

 together – together we do have it all. 

 
Announced in 2019 and celebrated since 

 2020, the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 is Word of God Sunday. How this day is  

celebrated varies with the needs of each  

parish. This day may be referenced in the  

homily, universal prayer or during the  

Eucharistic Prayer. What did you hear?  

 
In our Catholic tradition, the Bible is God’s  

living word present among us. In our homes, 

 we can place the Bible in a sacred spot.  

The area should be large enough to leave 

 the Bible open. We can add a crucifix and  

a candle. This practice provides a space 

for Daily reading, meditation, and prayer.  

We can think about what we read. 

 What brought you comforter insight?  

We can respond to God in praise.
