 ‘In 1417, a poor peasant who worked as hard 
and as long as others felt he could not  

improve his economic status. He asked a 
neighbor who shared that he kept the Blessed 
Sacrament in his house. The peasant, ignorant 

in the faith, thought the Blessed Sacrament 
was a type of amulet.’  

The peasant went to Holy Thursday Mass. 
 Instead of consuming the Host, he hid it in his 
clothes. On the journey home, “his conscience 

began to accuse him, so he decided to bring 
the Sacred Particle back. During the trip, the 
Host slipped from his hand and disappeared 

into the air. He searched everywhere.  
Frightened, he went to inform the pastor who 

went to the spot. The priest saw the Host 
 resting on a clump of dirt, emitting a bright 
light. He reached for the Sacred Host, which 

again flew up into the air and disappeared. The 
Bishop was alerted, came to the site, and 

again the Host flew up in the air.” 
The townspeople decided to build a chapel in 

honor of the Eucharistic Wonder. So many 
crowds of pilgrims that came in 1675 that a 
new and larger sanctuary was constructed. 
“In 1677 the new church was blessed and  

dedicated to the Most Precious Blood. Relics 
were brought to the sanctuary among which 

was that of the Most Precious Blood of Christ. 
Since 1992 the sanctuary has been under the 
care of the monks of St. Paul of the Desert.” 

The Last Supper of Jesus Christ was  
celebrated as a traditional Passover. We 
 celebrate not only the institution of the 

 sacrament of Holy Communion, but also the 
institution of the priesthood.
