If you have done any research on northwestern
Europe, whether for travel or family history, you
may see the term Benelux. Belgium, the
Netherlands and Luxembourg are called Benelux
as a group because they are the ‘low countries’ of
that area. ‘Nether’ means low. ‘Belgica’, now
Belgium, is a latinized version for low. Many cities
are located at a dam built at the mouth of a river. A
dam kept saltwater off farmland. Water behind the
dam was used to irrigate. Such a dam was built at
the mouth of the Amstel River.
Amsteldam as a town grew in the 13" century. In
1345 the area became a destination for pilgrims due
to a miracle, long before it was known as
Amsterdam a shipping port.

Easter in the year 1345 was on March 27", On the
12" of March, Ysbrand Dommer sent for the priest,
requesting Last Rites before he died. After
receiving Holy Communion, he vomited into a
basin. Someone threw the contents of the basin
into the fireplace flames.
The next day, Ysbrand was fully recovered. The
maid caring for him went to the fireplace to stir the
ashes and then screamed. Everyone ran to the
fireplace where she saw the light. The Host was
intact. Some sources say the Host was ‘suspended’
in the fireplace. Ysbrand, witnessing the miracle,
wrapped the Eucharist in linen, placed it in a case
and carried it to the parish priest.

The miracle continued. Three times the Host
retuned to the home; three times the parish priest
retrieved the Host.

The home of Ysbrand was then turned
into a chapel.

On Easter Sunday, the witnesses and the mayor
documented the events in a report. Upon reviewing
the report, the Bishop of Utrech, authorized

devotion to the miracle.

In 1346 the auxiliary bishop Nythardus issued 40

days of indulgence to those who made a

pilgrimage to this area.

Pilgrimages continued until the Catholic religion

was banished by Protestants in 1578.

In 1452, the chapel was destroyed by fire. However,
the monstrance containing the miraculous Host
was preserved. In 1665 the city council allowed
Father Jan Van der Mey to convert a house of a

former convent into a chapel.
Soon after the monstrance was taken by thieves.

Processions through the city continue today before
March 12™. It is a silent procession in the
blackness of night called Stille Omgang.
