  St. Gall’s talk to 
                                 Amanda Kinn.  
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A piedmont is a gentle slope from the base of 

mountains to an area where the land is flat. There 
 is one in the eastern United States between the  

Atlantic plain and the Blue Ridge Mountains  
extending from New York to central Alabama. 

 Another piedmont area is located in northwestern 
Italy with Torino at its center. We know Torino by 

the name Turin. The Shroud of Turin was 
 discovered in 1354. It was almost 100 years  

later in 1453 that Turin 
had its first Eucharistic miracle. 

 

At that time in history soldiers and armies were 
plundering the area. Forty-two miles west of Turin 

in the village of Exilles, a soldier broke into a  
tabernacle and stole the monstrance which still 

contained the Sacred Host. The soldier threw the 
Monstrance into a sack and onto his donkey and 

headed towards Turin. The sack kept falling off the 
donkeys back. On the main plaza close to 

 St. Sylvester’s church, the donkey stumbled and 
fell. The soldier was so angry he started beating the 

donkey. Townspeople surrounding the area were 
witness to this.   

 

The sack fell throwing its contents on the ground. 
As the monstrance caught their attention, it began 

rising in the air, above the surrounding houses.  
A priest in the crowd rushed to find the bishop.  
The bishop, bringing more people and clergy  

went to the area, prostrated, and began to pray.  
In the words of the Emmaus disciples,  

“Stay with us, Lord”.  
 

During this prayer, the monstrance fell to the 
ground, the consecrated Host was free and shining 
like a second sun. The bishop was by now holding 
a chalice. He lifted the chalice into the air, and the 

consecrated Host slowly descended and  
settled into the chalice. 

 

A small chapel was built on the site to  
commemorate the event, and then an oratory.  
In 1607, this was demolished to make room  

for the Basilica Corpus Domini.  
 

In 1853, Blessed Pope Pius IX celebrated  
the fourth centenary, along with Saint John Bosco 

and Don Rua (a member of the Salesians of 
 Don Bosco. Don Rua is now ‘Blessed’ Don Rua). 

 

In 1953, Italy held its 14
th

 Eucharistic Congress. 

Pope Pius XII addressed the people via radio 

 describing the miracle that happened 500 years 

prior. An article from Catholic News Archive on 

September 25th of that year describes the talk.
