April 11th - St. Mary’s  
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At the end of July in 1637, Miguel Juan Pellicer lost 
his leg in a terrible accident. Miguel was riding on a 

mule that was pulling a cart. Miguel fell off the 
mule. A wheel ran over his right tibia, breaking it. 
This was in the area we call the shin. Miguel first 

was treated at the local hospital near the  
agricultural community of Calanda Spain, but soon 

went to the hospital in Zaragoza. By the time he 
arrived, gangrene has set into his leg requiring  

amputation of the leg below the knee.  
The surgeons needed to use fire to cauterize 

(seal) the wound. As was custom, the leg  
was buried in the hospital cemetery. At this time in 

medicine there was no anesthesia. Drugs and  
alcohol used to lessen the pain didn’t help. In great 

pain, Miguel prayed to the Virgin of the 
 Pillar for help. Miguel left the hospital with a  

wooden leg and a crutch. No longer able to work, 
Miguel obtained a license to beg. Since this area is 

on a pilgrimage route, he survived. Miguel never 
gave up hope that God would heal his leg. As an 
act of faith, he requested oil from the sanctuary 
lamp of Our Lady of the Pillar to rub on his leg.  

After two years, in stable health, he left the  
hospital. Unable to help on the farm, he begged for 
what he needed. Many saw his condition. The date 

was now March 29, 1640, the Monday before Easter. 
He  returned to his parent’s home. When he went to 
bed about 10pm, he found a soldier in his bed. He 

went to the extra bed in his parent’s room. An hour 
later his mother walked in. Seeing two feet, she 

summoned her husband as she thought the soldier 
was in the wrong room. When her husband lifted 

the blanket, he found not the soldier, 
but his son Miguel, with both of his legs. It took a 

lot of shaking to awaken Miguel. When finally 
awake, he told his parents he was having a dream 
that he was at the Sanctuary of the Pillar rubbing 

lamp oil on his stump. The family rejoiced. 
News spread. The family made a pilgrimage to the 
Sanctuary of the Pillar. Many who had known him 

were amazed. Investigation of the miracle included 
finding the buried box in the cemetery where his 
leg had been buried. The box was empty. Many 

 testified, including doctors. 
 

The Basilica of Our Lady of the Pillar is the first 
Marian Sanctuary in the world. According to  

Catholic tradition, the origins of the Pillar date to  
40 A.D. when Mary was still alive. Apostle James 

the Greater was preaching and feeling discouraged 
in the area of Zaragoza. The Virgin appeared to him 

and asked that a chapel be built. 
 

The Pillar stands as a symbol of faith,  
hope and charity.
