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St. Henry, also known as Good King Henry and 

Heinrich Duke of Bavaria, was born in 972  
at Albach, Hildesheim, Bavaria, Germany.  
When his father died in 995 he became the 
Duke of Bavaria. This ended his plans to 
 become a priest. When his cousin died 
in 1002 he became Emperor. He was not 

 overjoyed by these titles. 
Despite his power, he continued to seek  
the greater glory of God. He had a gift for 

 clemency. During all of this he kept a 
 watchful eye on the welfare of the Church  
and maintained ecclesiastical discipline 

 in conjunction with the bishops.  
In 1014 he was crowned King of the  

Holy Roman Empire by Pope Benedict VIII. 
 His humility and spirit of justice was equal 

 to his zeal for religion. When he had a  
misunderstanding with Herebert, Bishop  
of Cologne, he begged for forgiveness.  
He had wanted to retire to a monastery;  

however, the Abbot of Verdun advised him 
to continue on.  He gave much to several pious 
institutions and built the cathedral of Bamberg. 

 He died in 1024 near Halberstadt Germany,  
also know as Pfalz Grona. Place names  

also changed throughout time. 
He was canonized in 1146 by Pope  

Blessed Eugene III. 
 

In the Mass parts we may hear the name 
 of a saint used in the entrance antiphon  

and/or the collect. In the second part of the 
 Eucharistic prayer, listen to the words right after 

we pray for our Pope, Bishop and clergy. 
‘Remember also our brothers and sisters……  

after we include Blessed Virgin Mary and Joseph 
her spouse’, you will hear the name of the saint 
 for this day or the saint for whom our church  

is named (St. Gall / St. Thomas Aquinas).  
Each year a liturgical calendar is published  
by the Secretary of Divine Worship for the  

United States Conference of Catholic Bishops.  
On one website, 35 saints are list for  
July 13 with either a short or lengthy 
 profile. Another 14 are listed without  

any details of their life.
