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 Thirty-Third Sunday (Cycle A) 
 
The word ‘Servant’ has a completely different 
meaning in society than it does for those who 
walk with the Lord.  Jesus said he came to 
serve and not to be served.  He calls all those 
who walk in the gospel to be servants to one 
another. 
 
The gospel use of the word, servant, is a term 
of endearment with Christ, who came to serve 
and give his life as a ransom for the many.
