the home and instead
chose to live with a man named Arsenio, though
they weren’t married. They had been living to-
gether for nine years when she gave birth to a son.
Knowing in her heart that this wasn’t the life that
God intended for her to have, she prayed for puri-

ty.

One day while waiting for Arsenio, his dog led
her into the forest where she found Arsenio mur-
dered. So shocked was St. Margaret that she fell
into a life of penance. She and her son returned to
Laviano, but still found her stepmother to be as
unwelcoming as ever. They then went to Cortona,
and eventually her son became a friar.

Three years after her conversion, St. Margaret fol-
lowed in her son’s footsteps and became a Fran-
ciscan tertiary. During her life, St. Margaret estab-
lished a hospital and founded a congregation of
tertiary sisters. She was canonized in 1728. © LPi
