Our Journey with Christ

Dear folks:

Happy fifth Sunday of Lent—we are almost
theret We have just one and a half weeks left of this
season until we reach the Three Days. I pray with
your eyes focused on Jesus, your life centered on
Christ, you will enter the holy Three Days with a
spirit renewed.

PROJECTS—We have been undertaking and will
be undertaking some significant projects in the near
future in each of our parishes. You are most
welcome to contribute to the projects of your parish.

Rockville: Since the last week of February we have
actually been doing several projects simultaneously.
First, we have a painting project underway. This
$16,000 project is nearly complete and we have the
funds already donated. This week we hope to finish
with the re-flooring of the sanctuary with engineered
hardwood. This $13,000 was begun late last week.
This week or early next week we will install the new
speakers for the sound project for about $5,000.
Finally, we are reupholstering the sanctuary
furniture for $2,000. We hope to return to the church
on Holy Thursday—just a few days later than
originally hoped, but in time for the Three Days.

Cold Spring: For the past several years, the concrete
at the top of the front steps has been disintegrating
causing water to seep behind the granite steps,
pushing the steps out of alignment. We need to
replace the concrete and reset the steps. While this
work is done, we are also seeking a solution to make
the steps easier to shovel in the winter. We do not
yet have a budget number for this project. We also
will be contracting with a liturgical designer to
address the sanctuary and cry room. We are not sure
of costs at this point. Finally, we have a mold issue
in the lower level of the complex, and are working
on remediation proposals.

Jacobs Prairie: After five years of discussion, we
have finally decided to replace the exterior of
Germain Hall with new siding, roof and garage
doors. The total cost of this project will not exceed
$40,000. We will also resurface the parking lot for
about $15,000.

Richmond. The HVAC system in the 2012
Gathering Space addition has been repaired several
times and we have already replaced the roof

units under warranty, but the system is

failing. This summer we will replace the system
with a different design developed with the
Maintenance Committee and Miller Architects and
their associates. The total project will take about 8

weeks to complete with a budget of $400,000. We are
working on a DHS approved alternate site for Saints
Peter & Paul Child Care so that families will still be
served while the HVAC system is replaced.
Additionally, this summer we will be creating a safe and
secure environment for the school, moving the office to
the old stage area and then shifting classrooms so that the
students can be secured in the school throughout the day.

All contributions to your parish stay in your parish.
Each parish has designated counters who open only their
parish’s envelopes and deposit the funds into the parish’s
checking account. Envelopes from the other parishes are
sent to that parish’s counters to open and deposit.

Council members—Each year I invite parishioners to
submit nominations for members for the parish Site
Council. You are welcome to nominate yourself or
another parish member. The Site Councils meet once
every two months for a two-hour meeting, usually on
Thursday evenings. In order to serve on a Site Council,
one must be a registered member of the parish. The Site
Council is composed of at large members and appointed
members. The appointed members are selected for an
expertise in business, finance or law and serve as the
Budget and Investment Committee for the parish. We
will be placing nomination forms in the churches next
weekend, and they are due by May 1.

Reconciliation—This Wednesday we will celebrate the
Sacrament of Reconciliation at SSPP at 7: 00 PM and
next week at SB at 7: 00 PM.

Holy Week—Next Sunday is Palm Sunday. Please
follow signs for the blessing of palms. Please join us for
the Holy Week services. The schedule will appear in
next week’s bulletin.

Thank you—Matt Reichert shared that he will be
pursing another opportunity for ministry after Easter.
We are grateful for Matt and his ability to create a
cohesive Worship ministry for the Centered on Christ
Catholic Community. —Father Matthew
