From the Desk of Father Steve: Holy Week

As we celebrate the great event of Palm Sunday and the Lord Jesus’ triumphant entry
into the city of Jerusalem, we also look forward to the high holy days that make up the end of
this holy week. As we all know, last year at this time, no one was able to celebrate Holy
Week and Easter in-person. What a sad and difficult time that was- to have to suspend the
public celebration of the Mass, especially over the holiest time of the year. And so, what
great reason for us to be especially excited this year to enter into the great celebration of the
Sacred Triduum- Holy Thursday, Good Friday, the Easter Vigil and Easter Sunday.

And here, allow me to offer a challenge to us. If until now, we have been hesitant to
return to Mass in-person due to the threat of the pandemic, perhaps this Holy Week is a special
opportunity for us to exercise the virtue of courage. Remember, in the first three hundred years of our Church’s
history, it was illegal to practice the Christian religion, and many times, Catholics secretly attended Sunday Mass
knowing that if they were caught doing so by the Roman government, they would likely be executed. In other
words, they were willing to risk their very lives to attend Mass.

Now, a pandemic is a different situation, because the need to be considered is not just a particular person’s
concern about themselves getting sick, but also the possibility of spreading illness to others. However, as I have
been saying since public Masses resumed back in late May, our churches and church services are not significant
sources of the spread of illness. Even the state of Minnesota has acknowledged this fact. That is because we
continue to practice social distancing, we continue to ask Mass attendees to please observe our religious superior’s
directive that we wear masks while at Church, we clean and sanitize after every Mass, and we care for one
another. In all actuality, attending holy Mass is probably one of the safest activities we can do outside of our
home.

Now, it is true that the obligation to attend Sunday Mass has not yet been reinstated in our diocese. No
one is bound to go to Mass at this moment. But perhaps as Easter approaches, we should ask ourselves- If I have
not yet returned to the celebration of Mass in-person, what is the reason for this? Now, I want to be very clear- if
you are a person who, due to age, or underlying health conditions, are particularly vulnerable to severe complica-
tions from the COVID-19 virus, then you may be quite justified in refraining from attending Mass in person.
However, if you are a younger person with no underlying health conditions, or if you have been vaccinated, or if
you regularly go to the grocery store, the shopping mall, or other public places, but do not go to Mass, why not?
Perhaps for all of us, a good reflection for our prayers this Holy Week is to ask ourselves- in what ways have |
allowed the pandemic to curtail my spiritual life, and is it finally time to place the needs of my soul over and
above the needs of my body?

Now, please understand that this is not meant to be a judgment of anyone. Everyone has different circum-
stances in life which require them to use their prudential judgment about what kind of risks it is prudent to take at
this time. And, as I said, the obligation to attend Mass on Sunday has not yet been reinstated for our diocese- no
one is bound under pain of sin to go to Mass. But with that being said, if we are not going to Sunday Mass on a
regular basis right now, is it because we have a good and legitimate reason to avoid being in public due to serious
health concerns, or is it possible that we may not be going because we don’t have to go?

Last year, as we suffered through the early stages of the pandemic, for the sake of the common good, our
Church suspended the public celebration of the Mass for two whole months, including the celebration of Easter.
This year we have the joy of being able to celebrate Holy Thursday, Good Friday, the Easter Vigil and Easter
Sunday in-person. And, please remember that at Holy Spirit Church, we will be returning to celebrating Mass in
the newly renovated upstairs Church, which obviously offers significantly more spacing possibility than the social
hall chapel did. Brothers and sisters, do not be afraid! Yes, use your best judgment about attending in person,
but perhaps we should also challenge ourselves to step out in faith, trusting in God’s care for us. And if we are
already going to Mass on Sundays, then perhaps we should make the effort to attend several, or even all, of the
special Holy Week Masses.

I look forward to celebrating these great mysteries with you over the next week, and I pray that it may be a
time of renewal and spiritual growth for us all.
