FATHER’S WEEKLY MESSAGE
The Feast of the Ascension

All four Gospels recount that at a certain
point after the resurrection, the risen
Christ ceased to appear in the flesh. Only
Luke recounts how this final departure
happened.

Luke ends his Gospel account with an
image that reflects its opening episode. Gabriel said to Mary,
“The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the
Most High will overshadow you” (Lk 1:35).

Now that same power is at work again. Jesus tells his disciples,
“And behold I am sending the promise of my Father upon you;
but stay in the city until you are clothed with power from on
high” (Lk 24:49).

The power of God on high has been at work throughout Luke’s
Gospel. Just as that power worked through Mary at Christ’s
incarnation, so now it works through Christ’s disciples as they
continue his mission.

Their mission is now ours, and Christ is ready to share the
same power with us. Any who commit their lives to Christ’s
saving mission can trust that their efforts will be supported
with a strength even death cannot conquer. (Michael R. Sim-
