FATHER’S WEEKLY MESSAGE

I Once Was Blind

Amazing grace, how sweet the sound,
That saved a wretch like me!
I once was lost, but now I’m found;
Was blind, but now I see.
 

This plaintive spiritual song is a favor-
ite among the elderly and nursing home 
residents at chapel time, those for whom 

physical eyesight is waning and for whom spiritual sight is 
increasingly significant.
 

Actually, it was written by John Newton, who was part of the 
revival of the Church of England in the late eighteenth cen-
tury. He was a self-educated man, who had gone to sea and at 
one time had been the captain of a ship in the African slave 
trade. After his conversion, he became an ordained minister 
of the Church of England, finally serving as rector of a church 
in London. 

It could well be that this personal testimony referred to his 
time of blindness to the awful exploitation and forced trans-
port of the wretched slaves. He was indeed a spiritual wretch, 
just as the slaves were physical wretches in the stinking hold 
of his ship. 

Through an amazing grace his eyes were opened and he could 
see clearly God’s will for his life, and it was not to haul slaves.
