From Fr. Steffl: 
This Sunday, Nov. 8, at 1 pm, there will be a rosary in the St. Mary’s Cemetery for 
those who have died.  We will gather  in the area around the granite altar .  

There is an indulgence attached to this, for those who are interested.  (If it is raining, we will gather 
in St. Mary’s Church.)  The indulgence is for anyone to pray the Rosary in the cemetery, even on 
your own, as the Church wants to encourage us to pray for those who have died.   
 
And in our parishes on Thursdays at the end of Mass, we will pray the Litany of the Saints, for those 
who are able to stay for the extra few minutes.  (if you are not able to stay, don’t worry about 
leaving after the final blessing.) 
 
Congratulations to students, parents, and staff as we completed the first quarter of school at St. 
Mary’s School!  It has been a challenging year with the pandemic, so congratulations is especially 
due to so many who have had extra work to make this happen.   
 
This last Thursday was our first adult education class on the Letter to the Hebrews, meeting on 
Thursdays at 6:30 pm in St. Mary’s social hall.  It is an 8 session study, and even if you miss a 
session, you are still welcome to come.  (We will do social distancing.)    
 
We are taking up a second collection at the Masses for our parish cemeteries at the end of the Masses 
this weekend.  The money collected in each par ish will go to its cemetery, unless other wise 
marked to go to another local parish’s cemetery.  
 
There is an insert in the bulletin this weekend titled “This Isn’t Our First Plague.”  I think it is 
something worthwhile to read, that although this pandemic is very unsettling for us, other 
generations before us have went through this before us, too.  And the article incorporates our faith 
into understanding this all. 
 
Although as I am writing these comments, it is sunny and 65 degrees, we know that winter is 
“around the corner.”  For both Comfrey and Leavenworth, if school is cancelled or 2 hours late, the 
Masses in those parishes will be cancelled.  For Sleepy Eye and Morgan, since there are priests in 
residence, we will have the scheduled Masses, even if no one comes (but the school Masses will be 
cancelled if there is no school).  I ask everyone to use prudence and common sense in heading out in 
bad weather.   
 
Lastly, just a few words about reverent reception of Holy Communion.  (It is so important for us to 
remember when we receive Holy Communion, that we are receiving Our Lord Jesus.) When I was 
teaching the students who made their First Communion a few weeks ago, I asked them to remove 
their masks (or pull them down below the chin) right before getting to the priest so they didn’t have 
to try to maneuver the extra difficulty to receive Holy Communion right away.  (That is why the 
priest wears a mask to distribute Holy Communion – so the people can remove theirs to receive the 
Host.) Last week I was worried when I saw someone carry the Host back to his pew before 
consuming It, which gave me great anxiety as I have to follow anyone who receives a Host but does 
not consume It right away.  The Host needs to be consumed immediately after it is received.  I hope 
this is helpful.

YEAR-END GIVING  
The end of the year is not far away, and it 
is time to start thinking of strategies to 
maximize the tax benefits of year-end 
giving.  Federal tax laws and many state 

laws make it possible to reduce or eliminate taxes on gifts to 
charities like your parish, diocese, schools and other ministries. 
Remember that only gifts made by December 31 can help reduce 
the amount of taxes you owe next April. Please consult your 
professional tax advisor for tax strategies for your personal 
situation. 
 

Farmers can qualify for income and self-employment tax savings 
on raised grain if the unsold grain is gifted to your parish. The 
grain must be delivered to an elevator and the actual storage 
ticket should be given to the parish. In order to qualify for the tax 
savings, it’s critical that the parish sells the grain and not the 
person gifting the grain. To learn more about the benefits of 
charitable giving of grain, please contact your parish office.
