¢ For the Fall Festival Virtual Auction: Many thanks to the Fall Festival organizing crew for their efforts in this new fund-raising
method. The auction is going on now! Bid on your favorite items — and bid often to support our school. Proceeds will be
used to support the ongoing purchase of school computer technology.

Scrip_-Get your holiday gift cards now! - support local businesses and help the parish at the same time Please remember our
“Scrip” gift card program this giving season time of year. It is a wonderful way to go “cashless”, have less risk of infection/
contamination and best of all — supports our local businesses when they need our support the most. You can order scrip cards
from the parish office or can go on line at shopwithscrip.com for access to hundreds of gift cards.

Did you know?: We are increasing our usage of security cameras on our church property. With the help of grant funding, we
are adding 2 additional cameras for monitoring our buildings and grounds. We ask that you continue to pray for keeping all of
our facilities and staff safe as we expand our capability of monitoring any suspicious activity.

UV Light sanitizing capability being added to our cleaning routines: With the assistance of grant funding obtained by the
school (Thank you Principal Betty!), we are adding UV Light sanitizing equipment for our buildings. Our cleaning staff will begin
using this equipment as soon as it arrives. This will decrease our need for constant hands-on sanitizing/wiping down of lesser
used surfaces areas, and will result in one more tool in our work to keep our facilities clean and safe.

Substitute teachers needed: If you are interested and willing to fill in as a substitute teacher at Our Lady of the Lake School,
please contact the school office. We will be very happy to put you on the “sub” list.

Can Bin Custodian needed: We are in need of a “Can Bin Custodian” to take the donated cans from our drop off bin to the
recycler. If you are willing to help with this —ideally on a weekly basis, the parish can use your help. Thank you for your support
of our parish “silent” fund raisers. Is this your calling? If so, please contact the parish office.

Office staffing and Covid-19 challenges: We ask for your patience and understanding for occasional parish office staffing
changes and closures due to Covid pandemic issues. We occasionally are notified of people from the community who have
tested positive for Covid, and their possibility of coming in contact with parish staff or parishioners. We stay in close contact
with the Ashland County Health Department, and we follow their directives to keep everyone as safe as we can.
