
What’s up with that? 
Why were poor Gentile 
Christians giving joyfully 
and generously to their 
poor Jewish Christian 
brothers and sisters in 
Jerusalem? What motivates  
that kind of giving? 

We give of our time and talents at 
work, at home, and out in the 
community. We share our money 
with loved ones, contribute to 
charities and causes we believe in, 
and support the work we believe God 
is doing among us and through us at 
Our Saviour’s. 

But what motivates our giving? Are 
there times we give out of obligation 
or guilt?  When does giving feel like a 
joy because it’s something we want to 
do, because we know it brings joy to 
someone or makes a real difference?  
Is our financial giving a routine 
practice like prayer, worship, or 
service to others, that both takes faith 
and grows our faith?  When it is, then 
we give first, “off the top,” rather than 
what might be (and rarely is) leftover. 

The theme of our fall stewardship 
emphasis has been Joyful Generosity!  
We’ve heard about percentage giving 
as a helpful way to think about our 
financial offerings.  It’s a kind of 
equalizer that can represent what 
we’re capable of giving, regardless of 
income level.  We’ve heard about 
growing toward tithing (giving 10% of 
income) that can be a joyful “want to” 
rather than a legalistic “have to!” 

Will you take the joyful challenge to 

grow towards tithing like that family 

with four young children did in one of 

my recent churches? (Listen online to 

my Oct. 13 sermon.) Are you interested 

in testing your faith and growing it?  

Do you want to support what God can 

do in and through Our Saviour’s? Are 

you grateful for how you’ve been 

blessed and want to pass those 

blessings on?

Welcoming All Neighbors Ministry Update 

T he mission of Welcoming All 
Neighbors matches the title of 

the ministry. At Our Saviour’s we 
want to welcome all neighbors, in-
cluding refugees and immigrants, in 
friendship and love. We heard about 
the worldwide needs of refugees on 
Refugee Sunday, October 20. Here is 
a followup summary of our work 
and progress helping refugees. 

In the past two years we have part-
nered with Lutheran Immigration 
and Refugee Services (LIRS) to wel-
come two refugee families with 
shared meals, a few months of rent 
support, and donations of needed 
items such as winter clothing, bicy-
cles for personal transportation and 
items for their apartments. The Bur-
mese family of three supported in 
2019 now have the personal and 
housing items they need and are able 
to pay the full rent on their apart-
ment. Thazin, a single mother, has a 
job, is taking English classes, and is 
working on getting her driver’s li-
cense. Tin Nuyut, grandmother, has 
recovered well from some health set-
backs. Aung Aung, 14-year-old son, 
excels in school and has learned Eng-
lish very quickly. They are very 
grateful for the help they received 
from OSLC! 

We have also 
helped a 
broader base 
of refugees 
by collecting 
and delivering donations of several 
thousand dollars worth of items 
needed for refugee families. Thanks 
for the leadership and work of Fran 
and Jack Munday in this effort, and 
thanks to all who donated items. 

We are currently working on pur-
chasing and repurposing used lap-
tops to be distributed by LIRS to 
refugee families with the greatest 
need. Laptops help refugees to learn 
English since there are many free 
English language learning videos 
and programs. They are also used for 
word processing for education, job 
hunting, and for maintaining contact 
with family and friends through 
email and Skype. Please contact 
Glenndy Ose if you have a laptop in 
good condition that you would like 
to donate. 

Please join us in this ministry. We want 
to help another refugee family in 2020. 
You  can make a financial contribution 
to OSLC, designated to “refugee” or 
“Welcoming All Neighbors” ministry. 
Your donation will go directly to help-
ing refugee families.
