Change is on the horizon for Fairview Community Center in 2020, also. As

you may know, with the passing of the referendum in 2017, it was the intent to
remodel Fairview Community Center, however after architectural engineers
conducted their inspections, it became apparent that remodeling would be more
costly than building a new center. Ground breaking for the new building will begin
this spring, and completion is slated for fall 2021.

The new building will be home to the same programs that are currently housed
at Fairview: Community Education,Adult & Youth Enrichment, the Adult Learning
Center, Fairview Alternative High School, Early Childhood programs, Friendship
Connection and, of course, the Roseville Area Senior Program (RASP).

RASP will continue to offer the same activities in the new building, and
programming will continue as we bring you an assortment of relevant talks and
classes that meet your needs and interests.VWe will continue our commitment to
offer quality services such as Meals on Wheels,Volunteer Medical Rides, resource
referrals, the Foot Clinic, free blood pressure checks, computer access, and the
lending library.

One service that will not continue is the RASP shuttle bus. It will come to an end
December 31,2019.This was a difficult decision to be made by Roseville Area
Schools, Community Education and RASP.There are many factors that contributed
to the current transportation program being unsustainable. Among them is:

* Low and decreasing ridership (a drop in 564 rides over the past year; 61% drop
in clients)

* Duplication of services (such as GoGo Grandparent, Transit Link, Metro Mobility,
Lyft/Uber, etc.)

* Compliance with stricter industry regulations

* Lack of subsides for senior transportation, leaving us with a deficit of more than
$11 per ride.

* Expenses increased each year, while revenue and donations decreased resulting
in yearly deficits
