PASTORAL REFLECTIONS

“As | have loved you, so you also should love one another” Jesus tells us in our
Gospel reading for the Fifth Sunday of Easter. Some things just sound so simple.
God loves us and wants us to love others in the same way. No problem.

However, if | would ask you what part of that statement Jesus made is the most
difficult for us to follow; my guess is that most of you would say, the last part about
loving one another. | would agree that loving others in the way God wants us to is
one of the most difficult things we will ever do.

The reasons are many: Too often we act selfishly, simply for and in our own inter-
ests. Too often we neglect others because of laziness or indifference. Too often we
look the other way when someone needs something from us. And too often we fail
to love others simply because we don'’t like the person. Loving one another is not
really simple at all. In fact, it often demands much more from us than we are willing
to give.

However, in saying that the last part of Jesus’ statement is the most difficult for us,
| would also say that the first part of the statement, “as | have loved you”, can also
be just as difficult for many of us. You may be thinking that this part of the statement
has nothing to do with us; it belongs to God.

But | beg to differ. Often our belief that God loves us is something many of us
convince ourselves is true in a kind of intellectual sense, or something many of us
believe because that is what the Bible tells us, or something we believe because that
is simply what we have been told over and over again.

However, the truth is, often our belief that God loves us depends largely on what
is taking place in our lives, depends on whether or not things are going well or poorly
in our lives, depends on whether or not our lives are filled mostly with joy or mostly
with pain and sorrow.

Who among us battling a life-threatening illness doesn’t wonder if God loves
them? Who among us who has lost their job and now their home doesn’t wonder if
God loves them? Who among us who is lonely or forgotten or ignored doesn’t won-
der if God loves them? Who among us who has lost a child doesn’t wonder if God
loves them? Who among us who has been faithful in every way throughout their life
and yet experiences one bad thing after another doesn’t wonder if God loves them

anymore? Continued onwpage 3

It can be hard to believe in a loving God when things don’t seem to be going our
way, when life is too challenging or too sorrowful or too disappointing. It makes
sense to question God’s love when bad things happen to us. And God certainly un-
derstands when we have doubts or question whether or not God is really on our side.

Yet if we truly want to accept Jesus’ statement to love one another in the same
way he loves us, then we must first believe deeply that he does love us beyond our
wildest imagination, completely, continually, unconditionally, eternally. For the reality
is that it is impossible to share love with others without first receiving love, impossible
to persevere in acts of love if we don’t truly know in our hearts just how much we are
loved by God. If we feel unloved, it is nearly impossible to love others.

So the challenge for us today is to feel God’s love some way, to recognize it, to
trust in it even when we are facing challenges and sorrows and disappointments in
our lives. To realize that God does not abandon us at any moment in our life but is
always present to us, even in the toughest times of our lives. That can be great com-
fort for us and help us to love one another as God loves us.
