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PAROCHIAL ADMINISTRATOR’S LETTER 

O come let us adore Him, 
Christ the Lord! 

 

Dear Brothers and Sisters, 
 

This year, as Epiphany Sunday 
follows so closely upon the feasts of 
Christmas, the Holy Family, and the 
Holy Mother of God, our celebration 

takes on a very special characteristic of Adoration. 
Together with the shepherds in the field and the three 
kingly wise men, our primary preoccupation as Christians 
in 2022 is worshipping the Newborn King in adoration. To 
worship in Spirit and Truth through humble adoration is 
the wellspring of our peace, our joy, our community, our 
charity, our evangelization to all those seeking the Light 
in our dark world. My liturgy teacher in the seminary (a 
great, holy, faithful Benedictine) always liked to point out 
the power of God to draw all people to Himself through 
his self-revelation: 
 

“..the Magi as representatives of the Gentile nations 
come to pay homage 
to “the Christ” and 
prostrate themselves 
in adoration when 
they find him.                   
Self-revelation is 
always ordered to 
communion, and 
divine self-revelation 
is always ordered 
ultimately to 
adoration of the 
Triune God. 

 

Whereas the Jewish shepherds, consistent with God 
revealing himself to his Chosen People directly or 
through heavenly messengers, received the 
announcement of the Messiah’s birth through angels, the 
Magi, representatives of the Gentile nations are initially 
led to the child who is “Light from Light” more indirectly, 
by the guidance of a star. The interpretation of the gifts 
offered by the Magi (incense for God, gold for a King, and 
myrrh prefiguring the Lord’s passion) dates from at least 
the first half of the fifth century and is well known, but 
the iconology of the Magi, both in the East and in the 
West, is worth noting as well. 

 

The oldest presentations of the Three Kings represent 
them as: an old king with a grey beard, and younger king 
with a brown beard, and an even younger king with no 
beard. This is most easily found in the icons of the 
Nativity which are written according to the ancient 
canons, but it can be found in ancient western 
presentations of the Three Kings as well.                             
In  the West, by the 16th century, as the European 
exploration of sub-Saharan Africa expanded, the 
youngest king was often replaced by a black king. The 
iconological interpretation of the Three Kings is that God 
continues to reveal himself no matter how young or how 
old one is, no matter what stage of life one is at, and no 
matter where one comes from. It is a message of divine 
revelation to all peoples of all times.” 
 

Joining the Three Magi in adoration takes on a very 
specific meaning to us here at St. Raphael, as we are so 
blessed to have been entrusted by the Holy Spirit with the 
charism of a perpetually available adoration chapel. If we 
only had the eyes to see all the fruit that has sprung up 
because God’s Faithful like yourselves have sunk their 
roots into this wellspring, I think we would be as 
astonished and amazed as Mary was at the arrival of the 
Sages of the East. As we celebrate this feast and begin 
our new year, I encourage you to treasure with newfound 
fervor this 
Gift whom 
we adore 
in our 
midst.
