Had it not been for COVID, this week I would have also been headed out again for City on a Hill’s 
third summer mission trip to Guatemala, where we also would have spent one of the days on  
pilgrimage to the town of Santiago Atitlan, where Blessed Stanley Rother, the first American-born 
martyr to be beatified, was stationed and where he was killed. His feast day is this Tuesday, July 
28. I’d encourage you all, in honor of the first American-born martyr, to think of some way to  
celebrate and maybe learn a bit about his life! 
 
Down in Oklahoma City, the archdiocese in which he grew up, they are currently building a  
massive shrine to him, where he will be entombed and where the faithful can travel on pilgrimage. 
It will be the largest Catholic church in Oklahoma, which, even though the state is only 3%  
Catholic, is still impressive! Blessed Stanley Rother, pray for us! 
 
One final, exciting thing to mention! On Sunday, August 16, three men will be entering full  
communion with the Catholic Church at one of our Sunday Masses: Scott Ashcraft, Matt Gardner, 
and Aaron Williams. They have been with us in RCIA for many months now, and, having been  
already baptized in other denominations, are now prepared to enter into communion with us in the 
Catholic Church! I invite everyone to join us on Tuesday, August 11th, for a preached meditation/
Holy Hour at 7pm in the church, where you can pray for these men as they enter their final days of 
preparation.
