Pastor’s Note 

John leads us to understand that washing our robes in the blood of the lamb means 
joining in Christ's death and resurrection. That's rather easy to say when we think of 
it as the baptismal ritual of dying and rising with Christ.  It's far more challenging 
when participation in Christ's passion stops being symbolic, when the people are not 
just the baptized, but persecuted innocents.  Under these circumstances, participating 
in Christ's sacrifice implies believing in God's goodness so much that in the midst of 
torment we still strive to forgive and love our oppressors. 

This offers us a new image of Christ the shepherd who says, "My sheep hear my 
voice ... they follow me."  The shepherd John depicts gave his life in faithfulness, 
even when he could not envision the final result.  He is the one who, as he was dying 
on the cross, continued to bear witness that no one could take him away from the 
father and thus no one could put an end to his mission.
