DAY OF FASTING AND PRAYER: WEDNESDAY, SEPTEMBER 9TH

As members of the Mystical Body of Christ we proclaim the power of prayer and
fasting to transform our world and cast out the demonic influences that divide our
communities and destroy its peace.

St. Peter Claver, was a 17th century Spanish, Jesuit priest who heroically ministered in
Columbia, South America to Africans kidnapped into slavery and who fought to end
the practice; he is the patron saint of slaves and of ministry to African Americans.

ADORATION IN THE CHURCH

As you know, our Adoration Chapel has been closed since mid-March due to the pandemic.
We will continue to keep it closed indefinitely for that same reason. We will, however,
open the Church to allow entry to those who would like some quiet time for reflection and
prayer.

Beginning on Monday, September 14th, and only on Mondays, we will open the Circle
Drive Doors of the Church from 10:00 am - 2:00 pm. Those who wish to are welcome to
come and spend some time with our Lord who will be present in the Tabernacle.

We will sanitize before and after this time frame and as often as we can during these hours.

Only five pews on each side of the Church will be available, but the church will still allow

more social distancing than the Chapel would accommodate. We will have sanitizing wipes
at the end of the pews and ask that you wipe the area you occupied or may have touched,
as you leave, and dispose of the wipes in the trash container on the way out of the Church.

We will leave a tablet at the Circle Drive entrance and ask you to write your name and
phone/cell number in the case that we would need to contact you. We selected Mondays
because it is the day that we are least likely to have a funeral or other event in the Church.
Please note though that there could be a time when we would have to schedule a funeral
or other event and not have the Church open for Adoration and reflection.
