December 3 is the feast of St. Francis Xavier. 

As a young man, Xavier met  Ignatius of              

Loyola at the University of Paris. Xavier was 

inspired by his friend’s zeal and devotion. 

When Xavier was 31, he became one of the 

first members of the Society of Jesus (the  

Jesuits). The order presented themselves to 

the Pope for service as missionaries. Xavier 

would spend the rest of his life traveling the 

world and spreading the Good News of              

Jesus Christ. He served side by side with the 

poor in India, modern-day Malaysia, Pacific 

Islands, and ultimately Japan. Rather than 

imposing on the people, Xavier wore local 

dress and arranged translations of religious 

texts into the local language. It’s estimated 

that he baptized 30,000 people. His charis-

matic joy is an inspiration for all who want to 

bring people to Christ.
