Come to Mass!!! 
We are now able to come to Mass again.  
Here are a few tips for you to know…. 
 

~During this time of pandemic, please be very  
prayerful and quiet as you come to worship God. 
~Simply enter and be seated in an open pew, taking 
care to stay 6 feet away at all times from other  
individuals or families (families may sit together). 
~Hymnals have been removed; doors, pews, and  
surfaces have been sanitized. 
~To help keep all our members safe, please keep proper 
distance, avoid touching, use hand sanitizer, and wear a 
mask (not required but encouraged). 
~Remember to silence your cell phone. 
~Prepare yourself to worship, to receive the Body and 
Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, to pray with and for 
one another. 
 

At Communion... 
~Prayerfully prepare to receive the Body and Blood of 
Christ. 
~If you are wearing a mask, remove it as you  
approach the Communion station. 
~ Keep 6 feet between each person. Take your time. 
(The tape on the floor marks every 6 feet)  
 

When leaving the church... 
~Be careful and patient. 
~In order to keep proper distance, people closest to  
the doors leave first, one household at a time. You may 
stay to pray—so if a household is kneeling to pray, the 
next one may go. 
~Leave quietly, avoid conversations on the way out.  
~Use hand sanitizer on the way out. 
~The bulletins are in the entryway for you to pick up. 
~After leaving the church, please go directly to your 
cars.  Gathering in front of church may create a safety 
hazard. 
~Please be very conscious of these protocols; they are 
important as they allow us to come together. 
~We pray you will experience God's presence at Mass 
in a powerful way.

Please be reminded that at this time the bishops of 
Minnesota have removed the religious obligation 
to attend Mass on Sundays. No one needs to feel 
obliged to come if they are not feeling safe.  
All church services will be limited to 50% of seating 
capacity. To avoid larger groups, consider a weekday 
Mass over Sunday Mass.  

If you would like to receive Communion outside of 
Mass, please contact the parish office to arrange for it. 
Those over age 65 or in other high-risk groups are en-
couraged to not attend worship - for their own safety as 
well as for others who are gathered.   
Anyone showing any symptoms of sickness, or  
anyone who has a household member who is sick or 
showing any symptoms should not attend;
