Reflection from Father Brendan:
God choses to be born in a human family. Jesus, born into the marriage of   
Joseph and Mary, forms a Holy Family. As an adult, Jesus teaches that “in the 
beginning” (Matthew 19:3-6) God makes the union of a man and a woman a 
sacred union. God divinely institutes this union in the Sacrament of Marriage 
which Jesus blesses at the wedding feast of Cana (John 2:1-12). Every     
Christian family is called to holiness. The Catechism describes this invitation 
from God saying, “The Christian family is a communion of persons, a sign and 
image of the communion of the Father and the Son in the Holy Spirit.” As   
Sirach 3:2-7; 12-14 describes, a family forms a communion when a Christian 
husband loves his wife, the wife her husband, the parents their children, the 
children their parents. It takes lots of work, there are often challenges, but  
everyone wants it… FAMILY!
