Reflections From Fr. Brendan Rolling…… 
Marketers are busy.  One article lists “38 Christmas  
Marketing Techniques” including - Start Early, 
 Limited-Time Free Shipping, and Offer Special Promo-
tions.  But number 15 recommended this -  
“Advent Calendars with Daily Deals.”  It said,  
“Create an advent calendar on your website where each 
day reveals a new deal.  This not only drives repeat visits 
but also builds excitement.”  Hmm, maybe God is onto 
something.  Months before the birth of Jesus, the angel 
Gabriel tells Mary, “behold, you will conceive in your 
womb and bear a son, and you shall call his name  
Jesus” (Luke 1:31).  The advent excitement begins to 
build.   
On this First Sunday of Advent the daily deals start and 
our anticipation grows.  As Luke 21:25-28 says, “For 
the powers of the heavens will be shaken.  And then they 
will see the Son of Man coming in a cloud of power and 
great glory…your redemption is at hand.”  Do you have 
an Advent Calendar?  More than good marketing, it’s a 
great Catholic tradition inspired by Scripture.  Each day 
leads to the big reveal, Jesus, Son of God, born in a man-
ger.
