Reflections from Fr. Brendan…. Does your 
desk or fridge have wedding announcements, baby   
announcements, or graduation announcements on 
it?  In Luke 3:1-6, John the Baptist is in the business of 
announcements.  He announces “a baptism of            
repentance for the forgiveness of sins.”  He announces, 
“Prepare the way of the Lord, make straight his 
paths.”  When you get an announcement you often will 
clear your calendar to make room for the big 
event.  This is John’s goal.  Clear your calendar to 
make room for the arrival of Jesus.  In this Second 
Sunday of Advent, are there things on your “to do list” 
that you could clear out to make room for prayer?  Is 
there an unnecessary trip you could clear out in order 
to attend a weekday Mass?  Could you clear out 
“screen-time” to open yourself up to a real in-person 
conversation?  It can be hard to want to change your 
calendar to make room for Jesus, but he is the reason 
for the season.   

Second Sunday of Advent - December 7, 2025– Vocation Message: 
"The kingdom of heaven is at hand!" (Matthew 3:2) 
John’s call to prepare for Christ echoes in every family. In holy matrimony, love and faith creates the foundation 
where God’s kingdom flourishes.
