I want to thank you in advance for your cooperation with the 

procedures that have been put in place to provide for the 

well being of everyone.

Since we think this will be a bit fluid, it being summer time 

and people being away, or maybe not this year.  You will 

need to continue to sign up each week on our web site or by 

calling the office so we know what Mass you would like to 

attend until further notice. Again, thank you for your patience 

and understanding as we try to make all of this work.

Independence Day and the Need for Racial Justice - 

When I was a sophomore in high school our nation celebrat-

ed its Bicentennial. In an all-male Catholic high school in 

Baltimore one of the celebrations was a professional troupe 

who came in and performed the musical 1776 for the student 

body. Going into it, expectations were low from a 1,000+ 

guys. But they were really good, and there were enough fe-

male characters to keep us interested! I enjoyed 1776 that 

day and usually try to find it to this day on TV around the 4

th

 

of July and dvr it for myself to watch at some point. I will do 

so again this year. I enjoy the music, the characters, and of 

course the story line as it recounts the events leading up to 

the writing of the Declaration of Independence. On those hot 

muggy days in Philadelphia in 1776, a deciding point in 

whether the Declaration would gain approval or not (a unani-

mous vote of the 13 Colonies was needed) turns on the 

wording in Jefferson’s initial draft that dealt with the issue of 

slavery. The Northern Colonies were adamant in their desire 

to declare independence from Great Britain. The Southern 

Colonies were okay with that too, but they were not willing to 

give up on the institution of slavery that was at the heart of 

the success of their economy. Truth be told, there were 

northerners who profited plenty from the slave trade as well.  

A significant scene in the musical deals with the debate 

about removing the offending passage from the Declaration.  

There is not a time that I watch 1776 that I do not ponder 

what might have been if they could have resolved the issue 

then and there.  As a result a Civil War had to be fought and 

they resolved the slavery issue, but its effects linger. The 

Civil Rights legislation of the 1960's took us forward, but the 

effects still persist. Time and again moments arise when our 

nation’s original sin roars an ugly tune, and the effects still 

haunt us. Maybe that is because the root issue is not JUST 

about changing laws, or getting rid of systemically racist 

practices ONLY, but it is about recognizing the dignity and 

worth of every human person and life. I cannot possibly 

know what is in a person’s mind when they fire bomb a 

church or snuff out the life of a person who is no threat to 

them, but I doubt that they see them the way God sees 

them. How do we see other races? How does our past influ-

ence how we see each other? 

 

The United States Bishops wrote a Pastoral Letter in No-

vember, 2018 entitled "Open Wide Our Hearts: The Endur-

ing Call to Love" addressing the evil of racism. You can read 

it in its entirety on our website . The Bishops said; “The pas-

toral letter asks us to recall that we are all brothers and sis-

ters, all equally made in the image of God. Because we all 

bear the image of God, racism is above all a moral and theo-

logical problem that manifests institutionally and systemati-

cally. Only a deep individual conversion of heart, which then 

multiplies, will compel change and reform in our institutions 

and society. It is imperative to confront racism's root causes 

and the injustice it produces. The love of God binds us to-

gether. This same love should overflow into our relationships 

with all people. The conversions needed to overcome racism 

require a deep encounter with the living God in the person of 

Christ who can heal all division.”   

 

The Archdiocese of Hartford, through its Office for Catholic 

Social Justice Ministry, is offering a year long virtual confer-

ence with monthly webinars and events based on the Bish-

op’s Pastoral Letter.  See page 9 in this bulletin for the next 

virtual conference being held on July 8 at 7pm. 

 

Lastly, the Conventual Franciscan Friars in the United 

States, recently issued a statement, Hope Amidst the 

Thorns, on the current racial tensions in our country. You 

can read it in its entirety on page 7. St. Francis of Assisi, 

more than most, was able to recognize the presence of Je-

sus in everyone. He was also one, who because of his own 

temperament and personality and the grace of God, was an 

instrument of peace and sought to bring healing to a hurt 

and broken world. Injustice must be corrected, but violence 

is not the means nor is the inability to be able to listen to and 

understand each other.  Included on page 3 and 4 are two 

prayers. Pray them earnestly and allow the Lord to use you 

in your own little part of the world to bring about change and 

good in our nation.

Statement from the Ministers Provincial of the Franciscan 

Friars Conventual in the USA 

 

The Franciscan Friars Conventual raise our voices in solidarity 

with all people of good will in grieving the death of George 

Floyd. In the wake of his killing, we echo humanity’s plea for 

justice, reconciliation, unity, and peace. May God fire our 

hearts these days with new hope. 

 

At the Last Supper, Jesus Christ prayed for unity “that all may 

be one” (Jn. 17:21). After He took His last breath amidst the vio-

lence of Calvary, Jesus rose on the third day with an urgent 

message of hope for the world: “Peace be with you”!  Empow-

ered by the Risen Christ’s Gospel message of peace and 

hope, St. Francis of Assisi sent his followers to become instru-

ments of peace and healing in the broken, fragile world of the 

Middle Ages. 

 

Now in modern times, the message of Jesus and the mission 

of St. Francis are as crucial as ever for our country and world. 

As Franciscans, we friars understand the frustration and out-

rage of our African American brothers and sisters. St. Francis 

walked gently into tense situations of discord, seeking paths to 

peaceful reconciliation. He dialogued with the Sultan of Egypt 

during the divisive animosity of the crusades. He knelt to rev-

erence society’s poor, and he stood to challenge society’s 

wolves and powerbrokers. 

 

We friars reaffirm the words of the Second Vatican Council: 

“Every form of social or cultural discrimination in fundamental 

personal rights, on the grounds of sex, race, color, social con-

ditions, language, or religion must be curbed and eradicated 

as incompatible with God’s design” (Gaudium et Spes #29.2).  

There can be no peace without justice. Ever since the first 

Africans were brought to Virginia as slaves in 1619, a long 

history of systemic racism has existed in our country. 

 

We Franciscan Friars pledge ourselves to prayer and witness 

in actions of solidarity for the ending of racial injustice and for 

peace in our streets. Prayer alone is not enough. We call for 

genuine dialogue among our country’s diverse peoples – the 

courageous seeking of ways to change disordered systems of 

human, economic, political, and ecclesial interaction which 

exclude and demean “the other.” We embrace a Gospel of 

Hope for the inclusion, equality, and unity of everyone in 

America “from sea to shining sea.” While we have time, let us 

do good.
