Parish Raffle Results and Winners - Last Sunday morning |
received the list of winners from St. Roch’s. While we had
three winners from our parish last year, we had one of the
$1,000 winners this year. The full list of winners is on page 10
of the bulletin. There are some final reconciliations that have
to take place, but we sold about 2,000 tickets meaning that
our net revenue will be in excess of $25,000. This is 170
more tickets than last year which is a 9% increase. The raffle
was a tremendous success for our parish thanks to the 601
parishioners who bought and sold the tickets.

Positions Available for St. Paul Parish and School - In this
bulletin you will find job postings for two positions: Parish
Manager and School Financial Manager.

The Parish Manager's position is a full-time salaried position.
The Parish Manager oversees the finances and physical plant
of the St. Paul Parish and School. In addition to the financial
management that is incumbent in this position it also includes,
but is not limited to the maintenance, repair, safety and secu-
rity of all parish buildings and properties. The Parish Manager
will also have Human Resource responsibilities for both the
parish and school. The Parish Manager works with and re-
ports directly to the Pastor. The Parish Manager recognizes
the importance of maintaining open lines of communication
with other members of the parish and school staff and works
in cooperation especially with the School Principal.

The School Financial Manager is a part-time 20 hour per
week position. The School Financial Manager reports directly
to the Parish Manager and handles the day-to-day financial
transactions for St. Paul School. The School Financial Man-
ager is also accountable to the School Principal and works as
a team member with School administrative personnel. The
School Financial Manager assists in the preparation and
monitoring of the School Budget and participates in the annu-
al financial review of Saint Paul School. Working with Parents
and Guardians, the School Financial Manager is responsible
for establishing tuition payment schedules and for the collec-
tion of past due tuition accounts.

ADULT CONFIRMATION PROGRAM
Six Session Program Begins September 21, 2021
Are you an adult Catholic who never received the Sacrament
of Confirmation? If so, St. Paul's Adult Confirmation Program
(ACP) will prepare you to be Confirmed in the Fall of 2021.
The reception of all of the Sacraments is about helping us
journey through this life to life eternal. The Sacrament of Con-
firmation is a confirming and strengthening of our Baptisms.
Through the Sacrament you are sealed with the gifts of the
Holy Spirit and Confirmation provides additional graces to help
us live out our adult lives as faithful followers of Jesus and
strengthens our bond with the Church. Those who are asked
to be a godparent for Baptism or a Sponsor at Confirmation
must have received the Sacrament of Confirmation in order to
take on those responsibilities. Likewise, those to be married in
the Catholic Church should be Confirmed.

Who is eligible? Catholics who are at least 18 years old and
have already been baptized and received their 1st Holy Com-
munion may participate. If married, you must be in a valid
Catholic marriage. If you were married outside the Catholic
Church (meaning in a civil ceremony or in a non-Catholic
Church without the appropriate permission) and would like to
discuss how you can have your marriage recognized in the
Church, contact one of the Friar-priests and they will be happy
to discuss with you your situation. Your preparation for Confir-
mation can be done simultaneously with the preparation to
have your marriage convalidated in the Church, but the con-
validation must be concluded before the Confirmation ceremo-
ny. Generally speaking, this can often be accomplished.

When will the program be held? Tuesdays, Sept. 21 & 28 and
Oct. 5, 12, 19 & 26 from 6:30pm to 8:00pm at a location at St.
Paul Parish to be determined.

What do the sessions entail? Each session will offer instruc-
tion on a particular topic through a variety of means, as well as
time for reflection, prayer and a time for questions.

What Information must | supply? You must complete a regis-
tration form and provide proof of your Baptism and 1st Holy
Communion if you received those sacraments at a parish oth-
er than St. Paul's. If you are married you also need to provide
proof of the marriage.

When and Where Would | be Confirmed? The Archdiocese of
Hartford has scheduled an Adult Confirmation Ceremony for
Tuesday, Nov. 9th at the Cathedral of St. Joseph in Hartford.

Who will lead the program? Dan Tome, our Director of Youth
Ministry and Adult Catechesis, will lead the sessions.

What is the cost? Just your time and participation. There is no
monetary cost.

How do | register? Complete our simple online form or send
an email to Dan Tome at d.tome@stpaulkensington.org or call
the parish office at 860-828-0331 by September 10th.
