COMPARTIENDO EL EVANGELIO. San Lucas  9, 51-62  

El evangelio de este domingo tiene varios elementos, te descubro algunos de ellos que pueden servirte en tu 
camino de fe.   

1. El evangelizador debe tener una gran paciencia cuando lleva el mensaje y éste no es aceptado, de 
otra manera nos pasa lo que les sucedió a los apóstoles que frente a la negativa del pueblo para  
aceptar  el mensaje, le piden a Jesús de hacer caer fuego, es decir, castigarlos… Hermosas las palabras 
de Jesús frente a los que le mandaron a la cruz, padre, Perdónalos porque no saben lo que hacen muy 
diferente a lo que sus discípulos desean, hacer caer fuego... 

2. Decir a Jesús que le queremos seguir, parece fácil, pero frente a la respuesta que da El mismo,  de no 
tener donde reclinar la cabeza, cada cristiano siente el llamado a afianzar su fe únicamente en        
Jesucristo. 

3. Seguir a Jesús implica dejarlo todo, renunciar a si mismo, para que sea El quien tome control de    
nuestra vida, anteponer a nuestras propias necesidades a Dios, por que como dice Santa Teresa, quien 
a Dios tiene, nada le falta. 

4. Al igual que a los discípulos, Jesús también te esta llamando para que seas discípulo misionero, testigo 
de su amor. Que es lo que te impide responder a este llamado?, el evangelio nos pone las excusas de 
algunos para aceptar este llamado.  Cuales son tus pretextos?, quizá, el tiempo, la familia, el trabajo, 
la distancia, la salud, etc. 

5. Vuelve a leer el texto y deja que Jesús te hable desde la situación concreta que estas viviendo.  Ojala 
tomemos conciencia y con la fuerza del Espíritu Santo le podamos decir a Jesús con toda firmeza:     
Señor, te seguiré cada día y viviré de acuerdo a tus mandamientos. 

Que tengas una bendecida semana.

Existem prioridades, deve-se olhar para 
frente, não ficar preso ao passado. Para seguir Jesus e anunciar o Reino de Deus é preciso 

abrir novos horizontes. Somos chamados a escutar o Mestre que diz: “Segue-me”.           
Nossa resposta deve ser decidida, sem ressalvas, nem retornos:
