If you
are not receiving envelopes with your name on them — you are not a
reqgistered parishioner exceptions are the elderly sick, or those in nursing
homes.

TO REGISTER SEPARATELY PER CANON LAW.
You must be an active parishioner for at least 6 MONTHS before you
can qualify for any certificate, Baptism, Marriage, Sponsorship, etc.

SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM: Baptisms are held on Saturdays by
previous arrangement with the priest. Registered parishioners may begin
arrangements by calling the Parish Office during normal business hours
for information. All paperwork must be submitted prior to setting a Baptism
date.

A Baptism preparation class will be held. Parents and godparents must
attend this class. Pre-registration is required. Call the Parish Office to
register.

SACRAMENT OF MARRIAGE: Arrangements should be made with the
Pastor at least one year in advance and at least one member of the
couple must be a registered parishioner for six months. All couples
planning marriage must attend a Marriage Preparation Program.
