Stewardship Reflection

Our Gospel today conveys how we are called to imitate Jesus
through humility and service.

We are reminded that the Son of God became man and
surrendered His life into the hands of men so that we might be
saved. The life of Jesus was centered around His Father’s mission
and the service of mankind. And this is how we ought to live —
in imitation of Christ.

James and John wanted to ensure they had a spot in heaven
with Jesus. They were concerned about themselves in that
moment — “Grant that in your glory we may sit one at your right
and the other at your left.”

Jesus quickly reminded them, “whoever wishes to be great
among you will be your servant; whoever wishes to be first
among you will be the slave of all.”

Our culture constantly encourages us to do what we can to get
ahead in this world, to do what feels good, no matter the effects
— that power, authority, and wealth should be our goals in life.

Our faith offers us something different and fulfilling — a life
of humility and service. As Christian stewards, we are called to
live our lives in service of God and neighbor, just as Jesus did.
Our life is not about us. It is about fulfilling God’s glorious plan
for each one of us.

So, we must ask ourselves, are we living out God’s plan for
our lives? Is my life centered on Christ and those around me or is
it centered on me?

It can be difficult to know God’s plan for our entire life. He
sees the whole picture — we only see the now. All we can do is
seek Him daily. If each day is centered on Him, then our entire
lives will become the work of Jesus.

Confessional or Reconciliation Room

The Confessional or Reconciliation Room is
where God sacramentally forgives sins and
restores broken relationships through the
ministry of the Church. Canon Law dictates
that the best place to celebrate the Rite of
Penance is in a church. “The bishops of the
United States have directed that the place for
sacramental confession be visible and
accessible, that it contain a fixed grille [or
screen to insure anonymity if desired by the
penitent], and that it allow for confession
face-to-face for those who wish to do
so0.” (Living Stones, 103)

“In planning the reconciliation area,
parishes will want to provide for a sound-proof
place with a chair for the priest and a kneeler
and chair for the penitent. Since the rite
includes the reading of Scripture, the space
should also include a bible. Appropriate
artwork, a crucifix . . ., [icons] help to enhance
the atmosphere of prayer. Warm, inviting
lighting welcomes penitents who seek God's
help and some form of amplification as well as
braille signs can aid those with hearing or
visual disabilities. Additional rooms or spaces
will be needed as confessional areas for
communal celebrations of penance, especially
in Advent and Lent.” (105)
