LENTEN FAST AND ABSTINENCE

Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 are obliged to fast on
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. In addition, all Catholics
14 years and older must abstain from meat on Ash Wednes-
day, Good Friday and all the Fridays of Lent.

FASTING is to be observed by all, 18 years of age and
older, who have not yet celebrated their 59th birthday. On a
fast day, one full meal is allowed. Two other meals, suffi-
cient to maintain strength, may be taken according to each
one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full
meal. Eating between meals is not permitted, but liquids,
including milk and juices, are allowed.

ABSTINENCE is observed by all 14 years of age and old-
er. On days of abstinence no meat is allowed. Note that
when health or ability to work would be seriously affected,
the law does not oblige. When in doubt concerning fast and
abstinence, the parish priest should be consulted (CCL, Nos.
1251-1252).

Fasting, almsgiving, and prayer are the three traditional disci-
plines of Lent. The faithful and catechumens should under-
take these practices seriously in a spirit of penance and of
preparation for baptism or of renewal of baptism at Easter.

Level IA Catechesis of the Good Shepherd Training
Here at St. Mary’s — June 21-27

Would you like to find out more about the acclaimed approach
to children’s faith formation known as the Catechesis of the
Good Shepherd? Are you perhaps interested in becoming a
catechist here in St. Mary’s CGS program, also known as “the
atrium”? If either of these questions speak to you, this special
opportunity may be of interest.

St. Mary’s is privileged to be able to offer Level I Part A CGS
Catechist Formation Training this coming June with Sr. Mary
Rose Bingham, OP, of the Congregation of St. Cecilia in
Nashville. Sr. Mary Rose is trained in all three levels of the
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd, currently works in both
Level I and Level II atria, and is a nationally recognized Level
I and II formation leader. This summer’s training will take
place in the St. Mary’s Church Hall from June 21 through June
27. Next summer, Sr. Mary Rose will offer Part B of the Level
I training. The cost for Level I Part A will be $250. (Please
note: the pastor may waive the fee for any parishioner willing
to commit to serving as a catechist in St. Mary’s atrium pro-
gram for 3 years following completion of his or her Level I
training.)

PRUDENCE AND PRAYER IN A TIME OF CRISIS

In the course of the last week, the situation in our country as it relates to the novel coronavirus has morphed rather sub-
stantially. As concern grows that the virus may infect many people at once, overloading our hospital system, increas-
ingly drastic measures are being recommended by the CDC and other experts. Nearly all the universities in our area are
shutting down and moving entirely to online instruction. Secondary and elementary schools seem to be rapidly doing
the same. The NBA has suspended the basketball season, and it is likely other major sports will follow suit.

In light of the rapidly changing situation, a lot of decisions need to be made in the parish about everything from social
gatherings to offering Masses. As I write this (Thursday midday) I am very aware that things could very well change
further between the time this bulletin goes to print and when everyone is reading it over the weekend.

But as of right now, it strikes me that there are three “tiers” of activities in the parish, ranked in order of importance. Of
lowest importance are merely social events; things like our “coffee and...” that is offered after some Sunday Masses
and events like the parish trivia night that had been scheduled for later this month. These are important events for
growing our parish family of faith closer together, but in the big picture are not as central to our mission as the explicit-
ly spiritual events. Given the warnings to practice social distancing, I have already decided all of those types of social
gatherings will be cancelled for the time being.

The second tier of activities would be our spiritual, catechetical, and service programs. We have many of these: our
children’s religious education, RCIA, bible study, Siena Girls Club, Shelter dinner team, and so many other programs
of this sort. The status of these gatherings are being evaluated on a case-by-case basis as of now, but it is likely that any
meeting that would gather people together in close quarters is going to get the axe. Among the things we’ve already
decided to cancel are next Monday’s adult faith formation talk on confession, our weekly bible study and the third
Thursday senior programming. Please watch the parish web page and other social media platforms: the parish Face-
book page, Instagram, and if you haven’t done so, please download the parish smartphone app (“MyParish” and then
search for St. Mary’s) and enable message notifications. We will do our best to keep people updated. If the situation
with the virus continues to expand, it is likely most if not all of these events and meetings will be cancelled soon as
well.

The highest tier of what we do, of course, is the administration of the sacraments. I have no intention of stopping the
celebration of Mass or any of the other sacraments. That being said, if the spread of the virus reaches a crisis level in
this area, there is always the chance that the cessation of public celebration of Mass and the other sacraments could be
ordered. This is currently the case in Italy, and recently the Archbishop of Seattle ordered the same thing due to the
number of coronavirus cases in his archdiocese. In the (hopefully unlikely) event that things get to that point, I will do
everything I can to figure out a way to “live stream” Mass from the parish to anyone who wishes to participate from
home. If that contingency becomes necessary, we will get out word through the web page and social media as quickly
as we can.

I would like to conclude with a very strong reminder to everyone to be as meticulous about personal hygiene as possi-
ble. Wash hands often, use hand sanitizer whenever possible, and do your best to refrain from touching your eyes, nose,
and mouth. And, if you are even remotely feeling sick, PLEASE REMAIN AT HOME. If you have an immediate fami-
ly member living in your house who has been diagnosed with COVID or has symptoms consistent with COVID,
PLEASE REMAIN AT HOME. Church law already automatically dispenses from the obligation to attend Sun-
day Mass anyone who is sick or is taking care of someone who is sick, and those who are sick have the moral duty to
refrain from behavior that puts others unnecessarily at risk.

On top of that, Archbishop Blair has issued a generation dispensation from attending Mass from now through March 29
to anyone who is elderly, or anyone of any age who fear for their own health or the health of their families. Those
who do so are encouraged to view Sunday Mass on TV via EWTN or our local ORTV.

This is not a time for complacency, nor is it a time for panic. It is a time for prudence, and a time for prayer. May our

two parish patron saints—Mary, “our life, our sweetness, and our hope,” and St. Joseph, patron and protector of the
universal church—intercede for us, for our country, and for our world.
