In 431, bishops at the Council of Ephesus decreed Mary as Theoto-

kos, a Greek word that means “God-bearer”—or, more commonly, 

“Mother of God.” Her birthday was celebrated at the beginning of 

the year—in Constantinople, the calendar began on September 1—

because Mary’s birth is also the beginning of our salvation, through 

her son. “Be of good cheer,” wrote Saint Andrew of Crete, “this is 

the Feast of the Nativity of the Virgin and of the renewal of the hu-

man race!” Honor Mary today by praying the Magnigicat, also 

known as the “Ode of the Theotokos.”

PETER CLAVER, PRIEST 

Call it out 

Saint Peter Claver (1580-1654) was a Jesuit priest dedicated to bap-

tizing and serving enslaved Africans in Cartagena, Colombia, a major 

slave-trade port. While Claver was ahead of many of his peers in at 

least recognizing the humanity of Africans and poured out his life to 

alleviate the great suFering he encountered, we need to 

acknowledge that the colonial system that enslaved Africans was 

allowed to continue unabated for centuries without much Church 

resistance. How can we and our communities of faith challenge the 

enduring legacy of racism today, inspired by Claver’s witness of ser-

vice and the gospel mandate to love? 

TODAY'S READINGS: Colossians 3:12-17; Luke 6:27-38 (440).  “Do to 

others as you would have them do to you.” 

 

Friday, Sep 10, 2021 

Because of you . . . 

A 2014 study found that “young people with mentors, especially at-

risk youth, have more positive visions of themselves and their fu-

tures, and also achieve more positive outcomes in school, the work-

place, and their communities.” The value of mentoring is nothing 

new. Proverbs 22:6 says: “Train the young in the way they should go; 

even when old, they will not swerve from it.” Whether you are teach-

ing a practical or spiritual skill or a new technique or way of thinking, 

your instruction will have an impact. Take time to be a mentor for 

the sake of the next generation and the greater glory of God.

Question:  As we celebrate Labor Day, can you tell me about 

Catholic teaching regarding labor?  

 

Answer:  One of the most important principles of Catholic social 

teaching is the dignity of work and the rights of workers. Four 

encyclicals address this foundational social teaching: Rerum No-

varum (1891) by Leo XIII, Quadragesimo Anno (1931) by Pius XI, 

Laborem Exercens (1981), and Centesimus Annus (1991) by John 

Paul II. They address both the theology and dignity of work. In 

Genesis, God takes the initiative in creating the world, calling 

forth human beings to be faithful stewards of creation. We are 

thus formed to share in God’s continuing creative activity by 

partnering with God in finishing the world and helping bring it to 

completion and fulfillment. From this perspective, work can be 

spiritually understood in terms of sharing in God’s ongoing activ-

ity to build, create, and transform the world. Human beings are 

co-creators with God. This vocation demands self-discipline.  

 In work, we shape the world and our environment. Through 

work, we also shape ourselves. Pope John Paul II summarized 

this point in Laborem Exercens #6, “the value of work is not pri-

marily the kind of work being done, but the fact that the one who 

is doing it is a person.”          ©LPi
