The gist of the 

statement is as follows:  Abortion�derived cell lines 

have been used in the testing and, in some cases, the 

production of Covid�19 vaccines.  The report states 

that the Pfizer and the Moderna vaccines used the 

aborted�derived cell line for testing but NOT the 

production of their vaccine.  Johnson and Johnson, 

however, used the abortion�derived cell line not only 

for testing but also for production of their vaccine. �

     Last April, Johnson and Johnson claimed that 

there were no fetal cells in their vaccine.  No vac-

cine has any.  As of March 2021, the Congregation 

for Doctrine of the Faith states that if one can choose 

the Pfizer or the Moderna vaccines, they are morally 

acceptable (irreproachable).  If, however, the John-

son and Johnson Covid�19 vaccine is the only one 

available, it would be acceptable to use it. �

     I was surprised to learn about otherwise unrelated 

products that have employed some abortion�derived 

cells in their production. �
