A HISTORY OF THE DIOCESE
At 150 Years, Part 2 of 12
Boston Bishop John Williams peti-

tions the Vatican to split his dio-
cese, claiming it “too large to give
it the necessary care.” In 1870,
Pope Pius IX establishes the
Springfield Diocese. He names Fa-
ther Patrick T. O'Reilly, 37, pastor
of St. John's in Worcester, its first
bishop. O'Reilly is the youngest
bishop in the country at the time.
