Friends , 

 I have a Liturgical Desk Calendar that I get every year. It’s a book with room to keep track of all your 

appointments.  It also gives information on the Church year with the feast days that are celebrated. It includes holiday 

and holy day schedules for the present year and the following one.  I keep all my appointments in this book and I take 

it with me wherever I go.  For me  it’s equal to a cell phone.  If I lost this book I would have no idea of my schedule 

for weddings, baptisms, commitments etc.  It is also full of all sorts of notes that I make for myself, and put in the 

appropriate pages.  I wonder what percentage of priests still order these each year.  I would guess it is no longer a big 

item in the digital age.  It’s now getting to the time of year when I need 2 of them (2019 and 2020) as I make plans for 

next year.  Then I have to carry both of them.  I always hold on to the previous year’s book in case I need to 

remember something e.g. when did we celebrate Christmas or Easter Masses last year.  Once 2019 ends, I throw out 

the 2018 book and replace it with 2019 because I now have the 2020 book with me.  You’re probably thinking “this is 

too much information “and “who cares?” 

 It annoys me how I can be so progressive in some areas of life like theologically and sociologically, but very 

traditional when it comes to communicating. 

 I still like to go to the bank, stop for directions and walk to the mailbox.  I ask myself why and it seems that I 

really enjoy being with people and communicating face to face which is becoming a lost art. 

 I celebrated Mass recently at a high school and students were going to do the readings.  I also wrote my own 

prayers of the faithful because I wanted them to be appropriate for high school students.  When I gave them to the 

student who would read them, he told me he couldn’t read cursive.  I was shocked but now I realize that handwriting 

is something they never see so how could they know how to read it. 

 You hear many people today speak about young people never having to add or subtract because it is done for 

them  The same is true about spelling.  In fact I believe today, it is acceptable to spell a word however you choose as 

long as you are in a hurry to get your point across e.g. texting “U” for you or “R” for are. I’m not convinced teachers 

even correct spelling anymore.  Then again, most students probably take exams on a laptop and spellcheck handles 

that for them. 

 This is a challenging world.  I am a dinosaur in many ways but I love it.  Thank God I’m a priest, I’d have a 

hard time in today’s job market seeking employment elsewhere.
