Lk 22:19; 1 Cor 11:24] and eulogein [Cf. Mt 26:26; Mk
14:22] recall the Jewish blessings that proclaim --
especially during a meal -- God’s works [of] creation,
redemption and sanctification.
1329 The Lord’s Supper, because of its connection with the
supper which the Lord took with his disciples on the eve of
his Passion, and because it anticipates the wedding feast of
the Lamb in the heavenly Jerusalem. [Cf. 1 Cor 11:20; Rev
19:9]
