From the Catechism of the Catholic Church on the  
various names for the Sacrament of the Eucharist: 

1331  Holy Communion,  because by this 
sacrament we unite ourselves to Christ 
who makes us sharers in his Body and 
Blood to form a single body. [Cf. 1 Cor 
10:16‑17] We also call it: the holy things 
(ta hagia; sancta) [Const. App. 8, 13, 12: 
PG 1, 1108; Didache 9, 5; 10:6: SCh 248, 
176‑178] -- the first meaning of the 
phrase “communion of saints” in the 
Apostles’ Creed  --  the bread of angels , bread from 
heaven , medicine of immortality , [St. Ignatius of Antioch, 
Ad Eph. 20, 2: SCh 10, 76] viaticum... 
1332 Holy Mass  (Missa), because the liturgy in which the 
mystery of salvation is accomplished concludes with the 
sending forth (missio) of the faithful, so that they may 
fulfil God’s will in their daily lives.
