Adult pain 

relievers, anti-diarrhea, antihistamines, anti-inflammatory, decongestants, cough 

suppressants.  The medications should be in sealed containers and not expired. 

Thank you in advance for your support.  The average Haitian living in our villages never sees a 

doctor during their lifetime.
