Communities of Salt and Light

In this pastoral letter, our US Bishops explain their view of social min-
istry.

“In responding to the Scriptures and the princi-
ples of Catholic Social Teaching, parishes are
not called to an added dimension of our faith,
but to a central demand of Catholic life and
evangelization. We believe the Church's social
mission is an essential measure of every
parish community, and it needs more atten-
tion and support within our parishes.”

We need to build local communities of faith
where our social teaching is central, not fringe; where social ministry is
integral, not optional; where it is the work of every believer, not just
the mission of a few committed people and committees.

We offer these brief reflections to encourage all parishes to take up this
challenge with renewed commitment, creativity, and urgency. We see
the parish dimensions of social ministry as a part of what keeps a par-
ish alive and makes it truly Catholic. We offer a framework of integra-
tion which might include the following elements:

O  Anchoring Social Ministry: Prayer and Worship

Sharing the Message: Preaching and Education

Supporting the "Salt of the Earth": Family, Work, Citizenship
Serving the "Least of These": Qutreach and Charity
Advocating for Justice: Legislative Action

Creating Community: Organizing for Justice

3) If you would prefer to make a donation in any amount instead of
purchasing the tuna, please make your check out to St. Teresa of
Calcutta, marking “tuna drive” in the memo line. At Mass time
on the weekend of the tuna drive, please give your check
directly to the people who are managing the drive and can be
found by the Highland Park truck in the parking lot. If this is
not convenient for you, you can drop your check in the collection
boxes at either church or mail it in. Just be sure to mark your
check (and the envelope) for “Tuna Drive”.
