Ash Wednesday and Good Friday�are the days of fas�ng.� On these days, only one full meatless meal is allowed.� Two other 

meatless meals, enough to maintain strength, may be taken according to one’s needs, but together they should not equal one 

full meal.� Ea�ng between meals is not permi0ed, but liquids, including milk and fruit juices are allowed.�
