Merry Christmas!

The liturgical year is meant to "order" our lives around the mysteries of our faith in
order that we hear the story of salvation, receive it into ourselves and our communi-
ty, live it, and proclaim it to the world. This "order" includes the liturgical seasons,
the Masses for weekdays, Sundays, and Holy Days, our days of fast and abstinence,
and our celebrations. Much of this order has been disrupted and a new, hopefully
temporary order has been imposed, an order that has included suspension of public
Masses, limits on the number of people who can be in the church, social distancing, disinfecting, and constant
cleaning. It has meant loss of life, sometimes without being able to comfort one another in mourning. It has
meant separation from the people we love at times we most want to be with them. For many it has meant the dis-
order brought about by loss of jobs and income. I know we all long for the old order and want to be rid of this
new ordering and disordering of our lives.

Merry Christmas!

You know, of course, that Jesus the Christ has come into the world and that no Covid pandemic can change that
reality. And "order" may be as much the exception as the rule in world history. Two of our solemn Christmas
songs, Silent Night, and O Holy Night were written of the cusp of social upheaval. Silent Night was written
shortly after the Napoleonic Wars ended and O Holy Night was written just before the tremendous social up-
heavals of the revolutionary movements of 1948.

This year we may celebrate a quieter Christmas but the greatness and wonderfulness of what our God has done
cannot be diminished because our parties and gatherings are being curtailed. Jesus was born during the Pax
Romana, that is; the suppression of opposition to the power of the Roman Empire so conquest and business
could enlarge the wealth of the Empire. Jesus was born in a stable and his parents went into exile as refugees
after his birth. Yet, he fulfilled the will of the Father and announced the Kingdom of
