From the Pastor’s Desk 

 

I am happy to say that other than the mask mandate of the governor, 

endorsed by the archdiocesan authority, we will have a fairly normal 

Christmas celebration this year. We will not have midnight Mass, 

mainly because so many parishioners have said that in the current en-

vironment they do not feel safe walking the streets late at night. We 

will have a bilingual Mass, to which we encourage families to come at 

4:00 p.m. That Mass allows family gatherings to take place in the 

evening. Then we will have a 7:00 p.m. Mass in Spanish, which allows 

people to come to Mass before somewhat later family gatherings. Fi-

nally, on the 24th, we also have a 9 p.m. Mass, earlier than midnight 

but well into the evening. On Christmas morning the schedule is that 

of Sunday morning. With such a�  large number of options, those who 

want to celebrate the birth of the savior as a religious, spiritual wonder 

rather than only as another opportunity to party, have the possibility 

of doing so and still enjoying the day with family and friends.��

For myself, I very much look forward to celebrating the mystery of 

God's love as revealed to us in the birth of the Savior. How wonderful 

is it that God expresses love in such a tender, 

gentle and unexpected way. And how great an 

experience for each of us to look at the child 

in the crib and realize that God did this for 

each and every one of us. Joy, Gratitude, the 

desire to Love...all that an infant elic-
