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FROM BISHOP TOBIN: “It is time to return to Mass”
Bishop Tobin has signed a formal decree restoring the obligation
to attend Sunday Mass in the Diocese of Providence.
This means that Catholics, in observance of the Lord’s Day and
in fulfillment of the law of the Church, are once again obliged to
attend Holy Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation,
unless they are otherwise dispensed for some serious reason.
It is important to emphasis that, some individuals are not obliged
to attend Sunday Mass, and perhaps should not attend Mass to
protect their health and safety, and that of others. These include
those who are elderly and frail, those who have underlying
health conditions, and those who have been advised by their
health care providers to avoid public gatherings. And as always,
Catholics are dispensed from Sunday obligation for other grave
reasons such as illness, caring for the ill, the unavoidable
obligations of their employment, and travel that disrupts their
schedules.

NEW DIRECTIVES FROM THE DIOCESE:

Fully vaccinated parishioners are NO LONGER required to
wear a facemask indoors and outdoors.
