Dear Parishioner,

Blessings of peace, hope and joy to you and your families along with heartfelt gratitude for your
constant support of faith and love. Fr. Joe and | need to make you aware of a very serious financial issue
facing the parish. Several parishioners (you may be one of those) have made us aware of the leaks in
the roof at St. Catherine’s Church and the growing mold caused by the leaks.

We must resp [ diately to the d. done to the roof. We have consulted with professionals
on the status of the damage and whether repairs can wait. They recommend taking immediate action;
delay would be more costly. Therefore, as a parish we are requesting a major loan from the Archdiocese
to address this situation. Rough estimates for repairing the roof range from $400,000 to $700,000.

For now, we need your help to assure that our Church building at St. Catherine’s is a safe and healthy
environment in which all of us can worship the Lord in spirit and in truth,

In addition to the costly roof repairs the Finance Committee is preparing a list of other much needed
repairs/improvements for both churches. To cover the cost of the loan and to provide funds for the
other projects the Finance Committee is recommending conducting a Capital Campaign.

We will be holding open parish meetings to listen and address any questions you may have regarding
the roof repairs and the Capital Campaign on the following dates:
