












The Story of Our Lady of the Rosary�

Saint�Pius V established this feast in 1573. The pur-

pose was to thank God for the victory of Christians 

over the Turks at Lepanto�a victory attributed to the 

praying of the rosary. Clement XI extended the feast 

to the universal Church in 1716.�

The development of the rosary has a long history. 

First a practice developed of praying 150 Our Fa-

thers in imitation of the 150 Psalms. Then there was 

a parallel practice of praying 150 Hail Marys. Soon a mystery of Jesus’ life was attached to each 

Hail Mary. Though Mary’s giving of the rosary to Saint�Dominic is recognized as a legend, the de-

velopment of this prayer form owes much to the followers of Saint�Dominic. One of them, Alan de la 

Roche, was known as “the apostle of the rosary.” He founded the first Confraternity of the Rosary in 

the 15th century. In the 16th century, the rosary was developed to its present form�with the 15 

mysteries: joyful, sorrowful and glorious. In 2002, Pope John Paul II added five Mysteries of Light to 

this devotion.�

Reflection�

The purpose of the rosary is to help us meditate on the great mysteries of our salvation. Pius XII 

called it a compendium of the Gospel. The main focus is on Jesus�his birth, life, death, and resur-

rection. The Our Fathers remind us that Jesus’ Father is the initiator of salvation. The Hail Marys 

remind us to join with Mary in contemplating these mysteries. They also make us aware that Mary 

was and is intimately joined with her Son in all the mysteries of His earthly and heavenly existence. 

The Glory Be remind us that the purpose of all life is the glory of the Trinity.�

The rosary appeals to many. It is simple. The constant repetition of words helps create an atmos-

phere in which to contemplate the mysteries of God. We sense that Jesus and Mary are with us in 

the joys and sorrows of life. We grow in hope that God will bring us to share in the glory of Jesus 

and Mary forever.�

Vademecum, La�n for “go with me” is the tradi�onal small prayer-

book that many Catholics�carry with them to Mass. It is hoped�that 

you will take the Liturgy of the Word�and bulle�n now found joined 

together in�the worship�program as a�vademecum. You will have the 

readings of Sacred Scripture, inspira�onal quotes and poetry as well 

as opportuni�es to be involved with in the parish.���

I recently completed my term as Dean of Deanery Six which encompasses Meriden, Southington, Walling-

ford, Cheshire, North Haven and Hamden. Over the course of three years the priests of the deanery coop-

era�ng in providing emergency coverage for Sacrament of the Sick which amounted to 555 calls. This did 

not include the calls made directly to our own parish.����

Religious Educa�on began last week with over 300 students enrolled. The Sacrament of Confirma�on will 

be conferred by me�with delega�on from Archbishop Blair�to our 60�confirmandi�over four ceremonies 

due to COVID restric�ons.���

We will con�nue to offer Holy Communion outdoors following each Mass at the Wayside Shrine located in 

back of the parish office. People were very apprecia�ve of this and it was wonderful to see parishioners 

who have not been able to par�cipate.� Our capacity for each Mass has increased to 200, so please spread 

the word to sign up worship in person. May God bless you in these autumn days.�� �     �
