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With the promotion of Fr. Casto as administrator 

of St. Junipero Serra Parish in South Windsor, 

the only priest assigned here will be the pastor. 

The lack of priestly vocations means that there is 

no one to send to this parish despite its�large 

size. We are grateful for our seminarian Anthony 

Caruso who is studying for priesthood, now in his second year of�philosophy studies, 

and so�seven years away from ordination.��

I would ask for your understanding when adjustments have to be made to the schedule 

or the availability of a priest for pastoral needs is limited. Having spent six years as Vo-

cation Director recruiting men for ministry I know that the biggest impediment and the 

biggest encouragement for priestly vocations are parents.� Parents want grandchildren. 

They don’t want their sons to be lonely. They would like their children to achieve more 

than they achieved and not be downwardly mobile but instead enjoy earning power. 

They know well that the status of priests has plummeted over these past decades as the 

sins of clerics did such damage to so many lives. Wonderful experiences sadly receive 

no coverage.�Aside from the bishop depicted in the musical "Les Miserable” or Fr. Mul-

cahey in the TV series M*A*S*H, I�would be hard put to name a priest depicted 

in�positive manner since the days of Bing Crosby.� Yet, priests enjoy the highest level of 

job satisfaction of any career surveyed.� Many people choose to leave their careers to 

enter ministry in midlife such is the attraction of doing important work in the lives of oth-

ers. The best definition of priesthood I have ever heard is that “the priest is the bearer of 

the mystery”.� When I enter a public space, people turn, stare at the roman collar, and 

then react� either positively or negatively, but it serves as a reminder to leave aside eve-

ryday concerns and search again for the meaning of life.� Having vetted over 400 candi-

dates for seminary and accepting some 70, perhaps about 40 made it to ordination un-

der my watch. I now have to rely on retired priests to sustain the sacramental life of this 

parish. It was a usual rite of passage for families to ask their sons to consider priest-

hood. I wonder if this still occurs? I would ask you to consider�priesthood once again 

and who you know that might be called by the Lord to this life.� Consider your positive 

experiences of priests and encourage the�best�man you know to discern the�possibility 

of ordination.  Thankfully, there is no lack of applicants to the diaconate. But, concurrent 

with the decline of numbers for�priesthood is the even more�precipitous decline of wom-

en religious. I fail to�understand this�phenomenon when Sisters have impacted Catholic 

life in such a positive manner despite the tired�depictions in media. I am always im-

pressed how the Sisters of Mercy, who taught me and with whom I minister,�continue to 

bring a vibrancy to Gospel values in our parish. Please�consider as well the possibility of 

religious life for the�outstanding women you know in life. Maybe consider the committed 

life in the Church for�yourself ?��

With that in mind we are hoping to launch a series of initiatives to help parishioners 

grown their interior lives and connect with one another in less traditional formats such as 

zoom. As we have increased the capacity to 200 at Mass, I look forward to seeing you 

with your mask at Mass but also the rest of your face online in the coming weeks.
