MEMORANDUM

Grace to you, and peace on this Gaudete Sun-
day weekend.

We all heard that the governor has issued a
statewide vaccine/mask mandate today.

Essentially, masking will be required in any
public space unless a place of business has a
proof of vaccination requirement for entry.

All persons over age two who able to medically
tolerate a face covering/mask, regardless of
vaccination status shall wear an appropriate
face covering /mask while in any indoor public
place. This applies to churches and our parish
offices and meeting spaces.

The mandate is in effect beginning Monday,
December 13. It will be reassessed on January
15, 2022.

While a formal memo is being prepared today,
His Eminence has asked for pastors and
administrators to announce the mandate at all
parish Masses throughout the archdiocese as it
will be in effect as of Monday. As you draft
your announcement or Flocknote to the peo-
ple, consider these points:

* Effective Monday, parish office staff and visi-
tors should wear masks at all times;

* All parishioners are asked to wear masks
while in church;

* Priests, deacons and extraordinary ministers
are to wear masks in entrance and exit proces-
sions, at the time of the distribution of holy
communion; and when in close proximity with
one another;

* Encourage communicants to receive in the
open hand rather than on the tongue.

The use of hand sanitizer before and after the
distribution of holy communion is a prudent
practice.

MORANDUM

Todos escuchamos que el gobernador ha emitido
un mandato estatal de vacunas / mascaras hoy.
Esencialmente, se requerira el uso de mascarillas
en cualquier espacio publico a menos que un lu-
gar de negocios tenga un una prueba del requisi-
to de vacunacion para la entrada.

Todas las personas mayores de dos afios que
puedan tolerar médicamente una cubierta / mas-
cara facial, independientemente del estado de
vacunacion, deberan usar una cubierta / masca-
ra facial adecuada mientras estén en cualquier
lugar publico interior. Esto se aplica a las igle-
sias y nuestras oficinas parroquiales y espacios
de reunion.

El mandato esta en vigor a partir del lunes 13 de
diciembre. Sera reevaluado el 15 de enero de
2022.

Mientras se prepara un memorando formal hoy,
Su Eminencia ha pedido a los pastores y los ad-
ministradores anunciaran el mandato en todas
las misas parroquiales en toda la arquididcesis
ya que estara vigente a partir del lunes. Al re-
dactar su anuncio o Flocknote a la gente, tenga
en cuenta estos puntos:

* A partir del lunes, el personal de la oficina pa-
rroquial y los visitantes deben usar mascaras en
todo momento;

* A todos los feligreses se les pide que usen mas-
caras mientras estan en la iglesia;

* Los sacerdotes, diaconos y ministros extraordi-
narios deben usar mascaras en entranda y pro-
cesiones de salida, en el momento de la distribu-
cion de la sagrada comunion; y cuando en proxi-
midad entre si;

* Animar a los comulgantes a recibir en la mano
abierta en lugar de en la lengua.

El uso de desinfectante de manos antes y después
de la distribucion de la sagrada comunion es un
practica prudente.

GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

December 19, 2021
4™ Sunday of Advent

St. Augustine tells us that a “Christian is a mind
through which Christ thinks, a heart through which
Christ loves, a voice through which Christ speaks and
a hand through which Christ helps.” As we look
around and out at the world, we do not have to search
too far before we come face to face with inequity and
injustice. There is so much unfairness, prejudice, an-
ger, hatred, violence, and want. The stories of human
heartache, people being hurt, deprived of life’s neces-
sities, loneliness, and sickness are far too common-
place. For many of the world’s ills, the vices of greed,
lust, pride, gluttony, and jealousy are clearly among
the more significant root causes.

Why doesn’t God just step in and fix this mess? After
all, God created this world, and one would hope that
he would step up and take some measure of responsi-
bility for it! Once we sit with this thinking for a while,
we can begin to realize just how flawed it really is.
God did take responsibility and God did fix the prob-
lem! God sent us Jesus Christ as the divine solution to
the world’s ills. It is not God who has shirked respon-
sibility, we have. We are the ones who continually
fail to set our own personal needs, wants, and securi-
ties aside so that One more powerful than us can use
us.

Mary had to set her needs aside in order for the Son of
God to come into the world. Put simply, Mary lis-
tened and believed. Having opened herself to being an
instrument of the Divine, God could use her as his
mind, heart, voice, and hand. She became God’s ves-
sel so that God’s greatness could reach the ends of the
earth and peace could come upon the world. God’s fix
for the world’s difficulties is you and me. We are the
ones who confess that Jesus Christ came into the
world as the Son of God, the Prince of Peace, and her-
ald of justice. All we have to do is believe, as did
Mary, that what has been spoken to us by the Lord
will be fulfilled. Then, we can step aside and be the
Christians we claim to be. What a difference it would
make if every person who professed to be Christian
truly understood that their one and only vocation is to
be God’s instrument. What a beautiful, equitable, and
just world it would be.
