 Parishioners who itemize deductions 

for income tax purposes must have 

bank records or receipts from the parish 

in order to deduct contributions to the parish on 

their tax return.  In order for the parish to be able to 

provide a parishioner with the required receipt, 

parishioners are encouraged to use parish 

envelopes.  The use of the envelopes is the only 

manner which provides the parish with the 

information needed to provide a receipt to a 

parishioner.  As an alternative, using a check or an 

automatic withdrawal from one’s bank account or 

online giving to make weekly contributions will 

provide the parishioner with required documenta-

tion to support the deduction.�
