JANUARY 9TH, 2022-THE BAPTISM OF THE LORD

From the Pastor’s Desk

Today, we celebrate the feast of the Baptism of the Lord. This feast

2! marks the end of the Christmas season and the beginning of Ordinary
# Time of the Church Liturgical Year. Today’s celebration reminds us of
the importance of the sacrament of Baptism in our lives as Christians.

In the first reading, the prophet Isaiah tells us that Christ, the anointed
one of God, is with us to bring us healing and peace. In our second
reading, Saint Paul assures us that “God saved us by the cleansing

¢ water of baptism and by renewing us with the Holy Spirit which he

29 | poured over us through Jesus Christ our Savior.” Through His own
baptism, Christ sanctified and opened the fountain of baptism for
each one of us.

This week’s Gospel describes the Baptism of the Lord by John the Baptist. The Spirit of the
Lord descends on Jesus and the voice of God the Father testifies: “This is my beloved Son in
whom | am well pleased.” At the time of our own baptism we, too, become the children of
God and we receive the power of the Holy Spirit that guides us to live like Jesus.

At our Baptism, we are freed of the guilt of original sin. Did any of this happen to Christ? No.
Jesus did not suffer from original sin, thus had no need to be freed from it. The letter to the
Hebrews tells us that: “Christ was like us in all things except sin.” (Heb 4:15) It was
necessary for Christ to be baptized in order to underscore the importance of the sacrament of
Baptism as the foundation for all other sacraments. However, the definition of Baptism as: “The
sacrament that washes away original sin...” does not in any way suggest that Christ was
affected by original sin, or needed to be cleansed from any sin through the baptism of John the
Baptist.

May God help us to live according to our baptismal promises: to reject Satan and accept
Jesus at all times and in all circumstances.

Hoy celebramos la fiesta del Bautismo del Sefior. Esta fiesta marca
| el final de la temporada navidefia y el comienzo del Tiempo Ordinario
1| del Ao Litargico de la Iglesia. La celebracion de hoy nos recuerda la
importancia del sacramento del Bautismo en nuestra vida como
cristianos.

En la primera lectura, el profeta Isaias nos dice que Cristo, el ungido
de Dios, esta con nosotros para traernos sanidad y paz. En nuestra
§ segunda lectura, San Pablo nos asegura que "Dios nos salvo por el
21 agua purificadora del bautismo y renovandonos con el Espiritu Santo
que derramo sobre nosotros por medio de Jesucristo nuestro
Salvador". Mediante su propio bautismo, Cristo santificé y abrid la
fuente del bautismo para cada uno de nosotros.

El evangelio de esta semana describe el bautismo del Sefior por Juan el Bautista. El Espiritu
del Sefor desciende sobre Jesus y la voz de Dios Padre testifica: “Este es mi Hijo amado en
quien tengo complacencia”. En el momento de nuestro propio bautismo, nosotros también
nos convertimos en hijos de Dios y recibimos el poder del Espiritu Santo que nos guia a vivir
como Jesus.

En nuestro bautismo, somos liberados de la culpa del pecado original. ¢ Le sucedi6 algo de
esto a Cristo? No. Jesus no sufrié por el pecado original, por lo que no tuvo necesidad de ser
liberado de él. La carta a los Hebreos nos dice que: "Cristo era como nosotros en todo
menos en el pecado”. (Heb 4:15) Era necesario que Cristo fuera bautizado para subrayar la
importancia del sacramento del Bautismo como fundamento de todos los demas sacramentos.
Sin embargo, la definicién del bautismo como: "El sacramento que lava el pecado original ..."
no sugiere de ninguna manera que Cristo fue afectado por el pecado original, o que
necesitaba ser limpiado de cualquier pecado a través del bautismo de Juan el Bautista.

Que Dios nos ayude a vivir de acuerdo con nuestras promesas bautismales: rechazar a
Satanas y aceptar a Jesus en todo momento y en todas las circunstancias.
